The ordinance proposes the following restrictions for stores in designated areas

(excluding grocery stores):

« Prohibition of individual sales of half pints, nips, minis, and airplane bottles of hard
liquor with an alcohol content of 35% or more.
« Ban on malt beverages and beer sold in 40-ounce containers or less.

The ordinance does not ban alcohol sales altogether or target specific stores. Instead, it
establishes reasonable limits on certain products to address public safety concerns.
